The metaphor is one of
judgment, as not only the
overall context makes
clear but also the use of
the figure elsewhere in the
Old Testament (See, for
example, 1 Kings 21:13
and Isaiah 28:17). But an
important feature of
Amos's vision is that an
old standard is re- applied.
The meaning of the
phrase is evident and the
emphatic repetition
meaningful. God's people
had originally been
upright, established
according to the ancient
covenant stipulations
which they had once
accepted. Now, however,
the wall has failed the test
of uprightness, it must be
condemned and pulled
down. It is out of true, for
Israel no longer matched
the old standards. What
underlies Amos’
message is the mention of
the plumb by Isaiah: "I
will make justice the
measuring line and
righteousness the plumb
line." (Isaiah 28:17a)

In Masonic terms,
justice and righteousness
are represented by the
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perfect points of our
entrance, which symbolize
the four cardinal virtues of
temperance, fortitude,
prudence, and justice,
provide us with a
complete guide for truly
Masonic action. It
behooves each of us to
periodically evaluate
ourselves against these
four standards, to see
where we have those
rough corners to which the
common gavel can
profitably be applied.

Am | temperate in my
relations with others, or
have | been excessive in
my actions toward
someone? Have |
displayed fortitude in
pursuing the excellence |
can achieve, or have |
chosen to do as everyone
else does? Do | direct
myself wisely and
prudently, or do |
sometimes go beyond the
bounds of courtesy and
good taste? Have | given
to each Brother,
candidate, friend, and
associate the
consideration, help, and
respect which they justly
deserve, or have | let my
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own pride, comfort, and
desires blind me to their
needs?

These are the
standards of Masonry. It is
not easy to apply them to
ourselves. But then, being
a master of any craft is
never easy, and being the
master of oneself is
perhaps the most difficult
of all.

As Junior Warden,
whose jewel is the plumb,
| encourage each of you,
like the wall in Amos's
vision, to be upright. |
encourage each brother of
our lodge to examine
himself against the four
perfect points of our
entrance.
